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Importance of Rabbinic Laws

Ecclesiastes 10; 8

He who digs a pit will fall into it, and
he who breaks down a wall will be
bitten by a snake.

Shulchan Aruch 551; 11

Anyone who eats meat (during the
nine days) in a place where the
minhag is to forbid it, breaks down
fences and will be bitten by a snake.

Talmud Brachot 4b

Anyone who transgresses the words
of the Sages deserves death.

Talmud Berachot 20b

Rav Avira taught, sometimes in the
name of Rabbi Ami and sometimes
in the name of Rabbi Assi: The
angels said to G-d, ‘Master of the
Universe, it states in Your Torah “Do
not show favour and do not take
bribes” (Deuteronomy 10). Yet You
show favouritism to Israel, as it
states “May G-d show favour to you”
(Numbers 6). G-d replied, ‘How can I not show favour to Israel? I wrote in
My Torah “You shall eat and be satisfied and bless the L-rd your G-d”
(Deuteronomy 8), but they are stringent upon themselves to bless even
after a k’zayit or a k’beitza’.

Rabbinic Decrees

Talmud Avoda Zara 35a

What does the verse mean, “For
your love is dearer to me than
wine.”? When Rav Dimi came he
said, K’nesset Yisrael said to G-d,
Master of the Universe, the words of
your beloved ones are more dear to
me than the wine of the Torah.
Ulla said, ‘When they would make a decree in Israel, they would not
reveal the reason until twelve months later, lest there are some people
who don’t hold of it, and they may come to treat it lightly.

The words of your beloved
ones - the words of the
sofrim (early Rabbis)
Than wine - the main part
of the written Torah
They did not reveal the
reason - as to why they
had made the decree
Lest there are - people who don’t agree with this reason, and they won’t
leave it, but they will come to treat it lightly. Now that they have not
revealed the reasons, people don’t delve into it, but rather assume that
the Rabbis made the decree in something that would otherwise lead to
desctruction, and it is us who don’t understand properly what the reasons
are.
Tosefot Rid Avoda Zara 35a

It was a new decree and therefore
we don’t ask any questions on it. In
the Yerushalmi it asks: Why did the
Rabbis not reveal the reasons?
Rabbi Yochanan said, ‘Because they
had only recently prohibited it, and
Rabbi Yishmael was still young.
When your students are young you
should cover Divrei Torah from
them. When they get older you can reveal to them the secrets of the
Torah, and this is hinted at in the Torah when it states: “These are the
laws that you should place before them”. What does it mean ‘place’? It
should not be revealed to everybody. You are not permitted to reveal
them before an ignoramus, but only before appropriate people.

Importance of Minhag

Proverbs 1; 8

Hear, my child, the discipline of your
father, and do not abandon the
teaching of your mother.

Talmud Pesachim 50b

The people of Baishan had a minhag
not to go from Tzur to Tzidon on
Erev Shabbat. Their children came
to Rabbi Yochanan. They said, ‘Our
parents were able to keep this
minhag, but we are unable.’ He
answered them, ‘Your parents have already accepted this minhag, as the
verse states “Hear, my child... do not abandon the teaching of your
mother.”.

Emet L’Ya’akov on Shulchan

Aruch OC 551 s.v. Sham

This is what the Torah means when
it says “You shall teach them, and
guard them to keep them”. In other
words a person is obligated to learn
the Mitzvot and to know well which
are Torah prohibitions, which are
Rabbinic, which are fences and
which are customs. In other words
the ‘guarding to keep’ is only
possible through ‘teaching them’. It
is not sufficient for a person to
watch and copy every action and
movement that his father does,
even if his father is completely
righteous. In such a case a person
will not know whether his father is doing the action because it is a
Halacha, or just a custom. Through this he will then come to transgress
Torah prohibitions, such as causeless hatred and machloket. For this
person sees others who are not doing exactly the same things as his
father did, he will consider that they are transgressing the Halacha, even
though they are also following the minhagim of their fathers. Through this
a person will come to transgress ‘You shall love your fellow as yourself’
and ‘Do not hate your brother in your heart’ and ‘Do not make different
groups’ which is the prohibition of making machloket according to the
Rambam.
